While testing, the following performance factors are being evaluated:

· Drum height (Rudiments)

· Posture 

· Grip

· Correct Rhythm (Rudiments)

· Correct Notes (Mallet Scales)

· Left to Right hand balance 

· Proper Stick/Mallet Height

· Stroke Placement on the Head/Bar

· Sticking (Mallets, too!)

· Consistent Tempo (Mallet Scales), Up to Tempo (Rudiments)

· Necessary Accents

· Even-ness/Steady-ness

· Endurance/Duration

· Musicality/Expression
For the 2012-2013 school year, all rudiments must be performed up to the top metronome marking in the BRONZE level to pass the test. Extra Credit is received for higher levels achieved. In the future, the CVHS band program will follow this pattern:

1st Year:  BRONZE  

usually 7th grade

2nd Year: SILVER

usually 8th grade

3rd Year: GOLD


usually 9th grade

4th Year: PLATINUM

usually 10th grade

5th Year: DIAMOND

usually 11th grade
